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You will need the following items:

1 2” round tin, terra cotta pot, paper mache’ pot*, etc...
1 black piece of fun foam large enough to cut sails

2 craft sticks -1 cut in half, the other cut to 3 4” long

1 toothpick

6 pony beads (black, gray or silver)

Half of a 2” Styrofoam ball

Paint color of your choice

Paint your container brown or terra cotta or whatever color you
would like your pirate ship to be.

Using the sail patterns, cut three sails out of the black. Cut slits where
indicated on the pattern. Take the large sail and slide the craft stick
through the slits. You may need to place a drop of glue at the top to keep
the fun feam from sliding off the stick. Take the other two sails; cut slits
in the sails and slide onto the other two craft sticks(you may need a
drop of glue at the top of these as well), so you now have a total of three
sails.

Take your Styrofoam ball half and glue it into the pot curved side
down. Paint it the same color as the pot. Insert the flat bottoms of your
craft sticks into the Styrofoam. You will want to put a little glue at base
of your sails so they stay in the Styrofoam.

Paint your toothpick a little darker than the boat and place it in front
of the first sail at an angle.(see diagram)

Glue three pony beads on each side of the ship to represent cannons.

If you happen to have a Jolly Roger sticker flag or want to cut one out
a white fun foam, you can place that at the top of the large sail.

*If using a light weight container, you may need to put sand or
something heavy in the bottom to keep it from tipping over.
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
